1 – There are few facial expressions and body language.  Person is not excited and little effort is shown.

4 – communicates expressively, with an extensive vocabulary, enunciating and using a variety of rate, pitch, tone and volume.

3 - enunciates clearly, using rate, pitch, tone and volume to express character.

2 – attempts to enunciate, using vocal variety and volume, but execution is weak.

1 – uses limited or inappropriate vocabulary, incorrect pronunciation, vocal variety and volume.
