Name of organization: Film and TV Club
Article I: Club’s Purpose
Purpose of said club is to make advancements in and interpret/comprehend acting skills and techniques of the following areas: film, television, stage, internet, music and modeling.

Article II: Membership
Requirement for membership are as follows:  name and contact information must be made available in order to be filed by cabinet as active member.

Attendance at meetings is as follows: members must check in with cabinet officials to be marked as present.   Members also must attend 80% of all meetings to be constituted as active member.

*Note:  if a member fails to meet necessary attendance requirements said member may be deactivated until overall attendance improves.  To be reactivated, member must attend 6 meetings consecutively.

Qualifications to become an officer are as follows:

To become an official member must be in club for the minimum of 1 calendar school year.  *Note: President and Vice President posts must be filled by upperclassman only.  Other posts are open to any student if that student can meet the necessary requirements.

Election Procedures 
Election procedures are as follows:  cabinet elections will take place at the end of every second semester.   Voting, only active members may participate in voting cabinet officials.  51% is needed to declare election valid. 
*Recalls/ impeachments are allowed only if two-thirds vote; the two-thirds must provide valid evidence for advisor to declare a new election.

Article IV: Meetings

Regular weekly meetings are to be held. Dates for regular meetings are Thursdays at lunch in room F4.   Meetings will take place within the first fifteen minutes of lunch. 
*Note:  special meetings may only be called by majority of cabinet, president/vice president and club advisor.   Meetings will be announced by email/text message or in morning announcement the day of the regular and special meetings as reminder.
Article V: Amendments 
To make amendments to the constitution said member or party must make a formal written declaration to the cabinet.   Amendment must be presented to club at a regular meeting for an amendment to be passed the motion needs a two-thirds majority.

Article VI: Schedule
The constitution of the Film and TV Club becomes effective immediately on the date of the clubs first scheduled meeting.
