2nd Chance Test Write-Up
Each chapter test is worth 240 points.  This means each question is worth 10 points for a test of 24 problems.

When a 2nd Chance Test Write-Up occurs, you will have a maximum of 8 problems to correct and “make good again” to potentially add to your original score.  This represents approximately 1/3 of the test.  However, each 2nd Chance question is only worth 5 points each.

2nd Chance will NOT guarantee that you automatically make any points.  You must answer ALL of the problems you missed (8 or fewer) with the appropriate theorem, reason AND standard that best explains why you missed the question on the test.  If you missed more than 8 problems, please see your instructor for additional assistance and information.
This score of the 2nd Chance questions is added to your original test score.  This score will only result in the NEXT UPPER MINIMUM GRADE.  For example: if you have a score of 180 points (180/240 or 75 percent) and have six 2nd Chance questions correct (for a total of 30 points), the score will only reach the 192/240 limit (80 percent).  It will not make the grade go any higher.

The reason this exists is to allow those students who made their “good grade” the first time to have a meaningful first attempt.  2nd Chance allows the student who needs to keep his/her grade up by trying to reach the next grade level.

Students who make 91 percent (216 and above) on any test, do NOT need to take the 2nd Chance questions.
Thus, 2nd Chance questions are appropriately given to the students who are in the B, C, and the D range.  A student with a non-passing grade (F) may (or may not) reach the D level.  This depends on the original score, and how well the 2nd Chance test write up answers are made by the student.
In summary, here are the scores needed to make 2nd Chance effective (this is for a test with 24 questions):
