Geometry Rubric for Chapter 3.3 City Block

90 – 100

A ruler is used throughout the drawing.  All edges of buildings are perpendicular to the horizon.  All windows, roadways, sidewalks and building tops are drawn to the appropriate vanishing points (either left or right).  The drawing is neat, clean and shows approximately 6 to 8 buildings.  The skyline has a varied appearance and the buildings appear to stand out with a great deal of contrast.  The drawing has many aesthetic (pleasing to the eye) features and is flawless (or nearly so).

80 – 89

A ruler is used throughout the drawing.  All edges of buildings are perpendicular to the horizon.  All windows, roadways, sidewalks and building tops are drawn to the appropriate vanishing points (either left or right).  The drawing has some flaws, some erase marks are visible.  The skyline has a varied appearance and the buildings appear to stand out with some contrast.  The drawing has many aesthetic features (pleasing to the eye).

70 – 79

A ruler is used nearly throughout the drawing.  Nearly all of the windows, roadways, sidewalks, and building tops are drawn to the vanishing points (either left or right).  The drawing has many flaws; many erase marks are visible with smudges and incomplete segments (not erased).  4 to 5 buildings are attempted, but lack parallel lines, details or other features. Any features shown show a poor attempt was made to follow directions.
60 – 69

A ruler is not used throughout the drawing.  Very few lines are perpendicular to the horizon.  No lines lead to the vanishing points.  It appears that the entire drawing (or nearly all of it) was hand drawn.  Very little attempt was made to follow directions.  The drawing is incomplete.  It does not have 6 to 8 buildings.  Few or no lines are parallel.
