Meteorology Journal Grading Rubric Format

To receive an “A” grade, your journal must be (at a minimum):

Notebook, journal cover sheet, journal inserts, and all below listed areas are present.  Writing is extremely neat.  Full sentences (grammatically correct with proper syntax) are used.  Perfect spelling of every term is utilized.  All questions are completely answered.  Laboratory investigations are thorough.  Video summaries reflect intelligent viewing of the subject area.  Other required weekly assignments are present and complete.

To receive a “B” grade, your journal must be (at a minimum):

Notebook, journal cover sheet, journal inserts, and all below listed areas are present.  Writing is neat and legible.  Nearly full sentences (grammatically correct) are used.  Nearly all of the questions are completely answered.  There are some spelling errors.

To receive a “C” grade, your journal must be (at a minimum):

Notebook, journal cover sheet, journal inserts, and all below listed areas are present.  Writing is fairly legible.  Half or more of full sentences (with some syntax and grammar errors) are used.

To receive a “D” grade, your journal must be (at a minimum):

Notebook, journal cover sheet, journal inserts, and all below listed areas are present.  Writing is somewhat illegible.  Less than half or more of full sentences (with many syntax errors and poor grammar) are used.  There are many spelling errors.  It appears as if the student slept through the videos.  The homework comes across as if it had been done 3 minutes before the start of class.

Anything below the “D” grade level, your journal will be graded as “FAIL.”

Nothing is turned in for a grade.  Or, if a notebook is turned in, it is truly an embarrassment for the student.  It lacks more than 50 percent of the required items.  The student would be better off either (doing the journal correctly the first time, or simply not completing this course.)

On the next page are the content areas of the journal notebook.  These must all be in your journal (at the very minimum) to receive any grade.
