Course Rationale:

Homework is due at the beginning of class, unless otherwise instructed.  Homework/classwork can be made up for full credit with an excused absence. Test Policy:

Tests will cover materials in lecture, reading, labs, Internet, videos, homework and classwork.  They may consist of any combination of multiple choice, matching, fill-in, short answer and essay.

Tests are announced at least a week in advance, so you will be required to take the test the day you return from your excused absence(s).  If you choose not to take the test on the day you return, the test will become an essay test for you to complete.

Journal:

The journal is composed of 20 sections.  Click on this link to get the journal format.  Download/print this document.  Next, download/print the items listed in this document.  (They can be found on the website as green-colored linked Word files.)  

Get a large (2-inch) three-ring binder with a plastic insert front.  Download/print the journal cover sheet as your front piece.

Then, print the notebook inserts (and mount in plastic page protectors.)  These are dividers for your journal.  They will keep your journal well organized.  Every week, download/print the blue links (the daily lesson plans for that week), and the red links (the journal blank worksheets and web links for that themed week.)  Keep up with each week.  DO NOT get behind!

Other Assignments Policy:

There will be ample opportunities for students to receive points for presentations (group and individually), journal entries, creative writing/projects and other highly challenging assignments.  A rubric will be given, the assignment will be announced, and a due date will be established for each one.

Laboratory Safety Rules:

Students will download/print and sign the agreement for proper behavior in the laboratory (or outside the classroom for ON/OFF campus field trips.)

Online (Internet) Rules:

Students will sign the agreement for proper Internet usage at Moorpark High School.  Exploring other unauthorized sites during school or class time will be grounds for removal from the class with a drop “Fail.”

Grading Policy:

Tests are 50 percent of your grade.  Homework, classwork, projects, journals, presentations, etc. are 50 percent of your grade.
