Satellite Picture (IR)
· Outline USA.  (orange)

· Shade appropriate state.  (orange)

· Label past history of jet streams.  (yellow)
· Label current jet streams (see 300 mb chart).  (red)

· Label air mass types (see surface chart).  (mTw, mPk, cTw, cPk, cTk, etc.)

· Label fronts (see surface chart).  (high – blue; low – red)

· Analyze to edges of chart.

· Draw in title (IR SATELLITE), valid time (VT and date at bottom of chart.  (black)
Cold objects appear white (cumulonimbus clouds or outer space).  Warm objects appear black (ground or oceans).
Thus, white (at -80 deg. C or colder) can be the tops of thunderstorms (50,000 or 60,000 feet high).

On a visible satellite picture, outer space (a cold region) appears black.

Ground targets such as fog and snow cover do not show up well on an IR chart.  One must look at both the IR and visible charts to identify features.[image: image1.png]
