Creative Weather Projects

1) MyWeather – journal, 1 person, due during 18th week.  This is your personal journal and adventure through weather as it affects your life.

2) Weather Colláge - two people and due during 18th week.  Create a picture/article poster of various weather events.

2) Daily Observations with Graph – 1 person, and due during 16th week.

4) WeatherWords - poetry, songs, skits, original student literature, one to three students, due throughout 20-week semester.

5) You Are There! - Report on a weather-related event with an actual photo of the phenomenon.  Presentations occur in class.

6) Your Own Creative Weather Story - After reading a book on weather (I Had Trouble in Getting to Solla Sollew by Dr. Seuss, Cloudy with a Chance of Meatballs, etc.), the students create a fictional book or story dealing with a weather event.

7) Dress for Weather – why do we wear certain types of clothing?  How does our clothing differ from place to place in the United States during a particular season?

8) Space Travel – is there weather in space?  How does the aurora borealis/australis occur?  Research this phenomenon, write a one-page paper.

9) Make Your Own Weather – create a story that uses a fictional weather-making machine to manipulate the weather in a certain area or region.

9) Not Just for Humans - How does weather affect animals?  Have the students write a story from the point-of-view of the animal experiencing the weather changes.  (Your pet, a silkworm, a spider, etc.)

10) How Safe is My House? – the students create a simple structure out of cardboard.  Working in teams of three, a number of teams staple or tape a single-story structure that will with stand the winds from a vacuum/blower.

11) Weather and Sports – why are some sports played at different seasons than other sports?  Compare football played in the fall and baseball played in the spring.  Note:  why are the Summer Olympics held in the summer and not the spring?  Write a short paper discussing these differences.

12) Travel in the United States – how does weather affect our choice of vacation time taken.  Have the students create a travel brochure inviting a prospective guest/visitor to visit during the summer/winter months or fall/spring.

13) Food and Weather – why do we eat certain foods during certain times of the year?  How does climate and weather change the type and quantity of food that is available?  Have students work in teams of four, to create a fictional farm in a certain part of the country.  Run the farm for several weeks and report on the success/failure of it to provide enough food of the right type.

14) Entertainment and Weather – do you watch more TV at home during cold weather?  Do you attend movies more often during warm weather rather than cold weather?  Make the students collect data and graph the results.

15) Weather and Health – How does the winter affect our sleep patterns?  Do we feel better when it is sunny or rainy?  Have the students work in teams of three to research how weather affects flu/cold season or how springtime means additional allergy problems for some.

16) Weather on other Planets – have the students research a particular planet in this solar system.  What kind of atmosphere does this planet possess?  What types of weather would a visitor encounter?  Present this research as a short story.
