RADIO® Course Rationale:

This course is one of preparedness for emergencies and disasters.  The student will become prepared (self), and establish preparedness protocols for: family, neighborhood, school, business and travel.

Materials/Resources:

Minutes for classroom instruction are very precious.  They are for learning.  It is, however, a fact that some students may need to use lavatory facilities.  No problem!
