Philosophy behind the H{PPPPPPPPPPppppWeekly Lessons

Each week is composed of the following:

Monday – Collaborative Problem Solving Exercise and Amateur Radio Lessons

Tuesday – Amateur Radio Lessons

Wednesday – First Aid/CPR/AED training

Thursday – First Aid/CPR/AED training

Friday – Summary of Week and Collaborative Problem Solving Summary
Each CPS exercise starts with full group involvement.  Each problem becomes more and more sophisticated and complex in its solving by the students throughout the school year.  This complexity increases weekly as the students acquire progressively better problem-solving and critical thinking skills.  The problem of the week usually relates to the outside guest speaker and his/her topic.
Amateur radio lessons occur during the early part of the school week.

First Aid/CPR and AED training occurs during the latter part of the week.

Both amateur radio and First Aid/CPR/AED training are two consecutive days.  This is primarily because continuity is desired from skills learned from the previous day.  It is felt that by reinforcing these skills from the day before produces more observable results and better retention of lessons learned.

Of particular importance is the usage of materials from the American Radio Relay League (Newington, Connecticut) and the American Red Cross.  The curriculum is completely built around these two entities.  Why?

It is simply because the rest of the information available online (for disaster and emergency communications and training) is a derivation of these two organizations.  Their manuals and books are written with understandability and brevity in mind.

They do not merely “fill a text” with superfluous information.  Both the ARRL and the ARC publish materials with the correct amount of usable and learnable lessons for my students.

The schedule is completely flexible due to shortened days, rally schedules and other floating holidays.

Also, any outside speaker guests can participate in any day of the week.

Flexibility makes this class a success!
