RADIO® Practical Exam

· Obtain the scenario code.
· Translate the code into an incident.
· Perform the required response to aid the victim.

· Discuss what it is you’re doing for the victim through a written report and a verbal description.

90-100 A

The student thoroughly describes the scenario’s required response.  Each student performs the aid to the victim without any instructor coaching or advice.  The actions are flawless and smooth.  The victim is in good hands.
80-89 B

Each student describes the scenario’s required response.  Each student adequately performs the aid to the victim with a minimum of instructor coaching/advice.  The actions are smooth but with one or two flaws that are pointed out by the instructor.

70-79 C

Each student describes the scenario’s required response but with some errors in evaluating it correctly.  Each student performs the aid to the victim but with much coaching/advice.  The actions by each student have many flaws and are not smooth.  The student is not performing well with confidence.
Below 70 – FAIL.  This is a life-saving activity.  There are no Ds.
1) EOC initiates radio call.  (Proper radio procedures followed to gain full credit; 10 points.)
2) Rescue team uses correct radio procedures.  “EOC, rescue team acknowledges emergency call.  We are responding to the quad.”

3) Clock starts.  (3 minutes to quad by rescue team.)
4) Rescue team walks to quad.

5) When within sight of quad, rescue team radios with, “EOC, we are at the location.”

6) Clock stops.  (Less than 3 minutes for full credit; 10 points.)  

7) Rescue team receives scenario code.

8) Rescue team translates the scenario code.   (Without assistance; 10 points.)
9) Rescue team writes their response to the scenario.  (30 minutes)

10) Rescue team verbally describes their response to EOC in 10 minutes.  (Without prompts or assistance; 20 points.)
11) Rescue team turns in narrative to EOC for grading.

12) Written narrative is graded.  (Spelling and proper grammar are important; 0 to 50 points.)
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
