Depress the PTT switch.  Wait for approximately ½ second.  Speak across the microphone in normal tones.  Do not shout.  Speak slowly and distinctly.  At the end of your transmission, say, “OVER.”  Release the PTT switch.  Wait for a reply.  If a transmission is not clear, say, “SAY AGAIN.”  DO NOT say, “REPEAT.”  Spell unusual words using the following alphabet:
A - ALPHA
B - BRAVO

C - CHARLIE

D - DELTA

E - ECHO

F - FOXTROT
G - GOLF

H - HOTEL

I - INDIA

J - JULIET

K - KILO

L - LIMA

M - MIKE

N - NOVEMBER 

O - OSCAR

P - PAPA

Say the station name’s first.  Then use your call-sign.  Example: “Rescue Eleven, this is Rescue Twenty-two.”   Listen, listen, and listen!  Do not monopolize the channel!  DO NOT use Ten Codes or any other codes.  DO NOT use profanity!  DO NOT play music.  DO NOT fake transmissions.  DO NOT repeatedly press the PTT switch.  DO NOT block transmissions (someone’s life may depend on getting a message through!)  DO NOT attempt to adjust the radio you are using.  DO NOT let anyone else use the radio you’ve been assigned.  Take care of it, it is an expensive tool.
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
