Safety Rules
Read these safety rules.  They are written for your physical safety inside the classroom and for outside activities (on campus and any field trips.)  Adhere to them.  They will protect you, your classmates, and your instructor.

INSIDE

Electronics Learning/Usage, Electrical Activities, Soldering, AED Training, First Aid Training, CPR Training

OUTSIDE

Demonstrations, Disaster Preparedness Activities, Search and Rescue Practice

1.

All accidents should be reported to the instructor immediately, no matter how minor.

2.

Only those activities where instructions and permission have been given by any instructors should be performed.

3.

Only materials and equipment authorized by the instructor should be used.

4.

Written and verbal instructions should be followed carefully.  All instructions given by the instructor should be closely followed.

5.

Safety goggles should be used when working in the laboratory and using any electrical equipment.  Safety goggles may be used in other activities.  

6.

Students should prepare for each activity by reading all instructions.  Follow all directions carefully and intelligently.  Make note of any deviations announced by your instructor.

7.

No food, beverage, gum chewing, or smoking is permitted inside/outside any classroom or laboratory.

8.

Never practice any First Aid steps, CPR procedures, or AED methods unless instructed to do so.

9.

Take great care in handling any chemicals used in any First Aid, CPR or AED procedure.

10.

Hands should be washed thoroughly (15 sec) with soap at the conclusion of each class period.

11.

Students should know the location of the emergency, first aid and fire fighting-equipment, and the telephone.

12.

Students should know the proper fire drill procedure and know where to get help fast.

13.

Long sleeves should be rolled up above the wrist.  Ties, coats, and sweaters should be removed.  Long hair should be tied back during any activity.

14.

Student apparel should be appropriate for RADIO work.  Long hanging necklaces, bulky jewelry and excessive and bulky clothing should not be worn in the laboratory.  Closed-toed shoes are necessary.

15.

Work areas should be kept clean and tidy.

16.

Students should always clean and wipe dry all desks, tables or work areas, and manikins, at the conclusion of each activity as part of good housekeeping practices.

17.

Broken glass should be removed from work areas and the floor as soon as possible.  Never handle broken glass with your bare hands.  Broken glass should be placed (using proper techniques) in the labeled, sharps box.

18.

All solid waste should be placed in separate waste containers, jars or other designated receptacles.  Do not discard any solids in the sinks.

19.

Do not bring any substance into contact with a flame unless specifically instructed to do so.

20.
Only American Red Cross manuals, American Radio Relay League books and notebooks are permitted in the working area.  Other books, purses, book bags, and such items should be placed in your desk, locker, or storage area.

21.

Students are not permitted in laboratory storage or supply rooms or teacher workrooms unless directly instructed to do so.

22.
Upon first entering the classroom, students are not permitted to touch any equipment until directed to do so.

23.
Follow all procedures given for proper soldering safety.
24.
Follow all procedures given for proper First Aid, CPR and AED safety.
25.
When outside the classroom, follow all procedures for any demonstration, exercise or activity given by the instructor.

26.
Horseplay, running, pushing, shoving, and practical jokes will not be tolerated.

27.
Students should conduct themselves in a responsible manner at all times in a laboratory situation.

28.
Access to the INTERNET at Moorpark High School will be allowed ONLY after the student and parent/guardian sign and adhere to the agreement concerning proper computer usage.
29.
These rules are for your safety and well-being.

If any of these rules are not followed at any time during school hours (either in the classroom or on a field trip), you will be removed from the Moorpark High School RADIO Class with a DROP/FAIL.
