1. The dispatcher will read the scenario code twice to you.  You (the rescue squad) will write it in the spaces above.  You will then repeat it to the dispatcher.  EOC dispatcher will read it again to you once more to verify your code.

2. When there is interference (human or natural), and you cannot hear the entire code, transmit to the sender, “Please say again, over.”  DO NOT SAY, “Repeat.”

3. When you acknowledge this transmission, and send it back to EOC Dispatch, you will hear, “You have received the information correctly, over.”

4. Return to the quad and translate your scenario code into a rescue call.

5. You do NOT need to write any reports at this time.

6. Rewrite your scenario code on the next page.
