RADIO® Standards:

RAD1:
The student will acquire an amateur radio license (Technician Level at the very least)

RAD2:
The student will become certified in Lay Responder First Aid (Red Cross Certified)

RAD3:
The student will become certified in Lay Responder CPR (Red Cross Certified) for adult, child and infant
RAD4:
The student will become certified in Lay Responder AED usage (Red Cross Certified) for adult and child
RAD5:
The student will become certified as a Professional Rescuer in CPR (Red Cross) for adult, child and infant
RAD6:
The student will become certified as a Professional Rescuer in AED (Red Cross) for adult and child
RAD7:
The student will participate (and gain certification) in CERT (Community Emergency Response Team) training

RAD8:
The student will participate in a CERT “Field Day” of exercises designed by the Fire Department to audit the effectiveness of teacher instruction and student learning

RAD9:
The student will be able to define/describe, and compare/contrast the NIMS, SEMS, and ICS infrastructures

RAD10:
The student will work collaboratively in groups of 4 students solving critical-thinking “real-world” problems throughout the school year
RAD11:
The student will prepare disaster preparedness lists for situations involving (individual, family, neighborhood, school, business, and travel)

RAD12:
The student will practice, demonstrate and utilize basic search and rescue skills around campus with 3 other students as a “rescue squad” using two-way radios
RAD13:
The student will practice, memorize, utilize and demonstrate International Morse Code (letters, numbers and punctuation) at a minimum of 5 words per minute

RAD14:
The student will utilize short-wave radios and be able to tune to certain frequencies to receive high frequency broadcasts

RAD15:
The student will define severe weather and be able to give examples of severe weather events

RAD16:
The student will be able to read basic topography charts and be able to define symbols used on such charts

RAD17:
The student will maintain a journal (in a sense, it is a curriculum vitae) of every activity or demonstration performed, observed, tested, or otherwise engaged in while in RADIO®

RAD18:
The student will explore avenues of further education of emergency preparedness programs at other universities and colleges

RAD19:
The student will have the option of becoming part of the EMT (Emergency Medical Technician) training class at Moorpark College while at the high school

RAD20:
The student will complete an evaluation of RADIO® at the end of the school year to assist in bettering the course for future students
