Homework is due at the beginning of class, unless otherwise instructed.  Homework/classwork can be made up for full credit with an excused absence. Test Policy:

Tests will cover materials in lecture, reading, labs, Internet, videos, homework and classwork.  They may be practical demonstration types or they may consist of any combination of multiple choice, matching, fill-in, short answer, oral and essay.

Tests are announced at least a week in advance, so you will be required to take the test the day you return from your excused absence(s).  If you choose not to take the test on the day you return, the test will become an essay test for you to complete.

Practical tests are “stepping stones” for the student to advance in training and expertise.  These tests are usually at the end of an exercise.  They must be satisfactorily passed to continue with the training.  All practical tests will be announced early enough to allow adequate preparation.

There will be ample opportunities for students to receive points for presentations (group and individually), journal entries, creative writing/projects and other highly challenging assignments.  A rubric will be given, the assignment will be announced, and a due date will be established for each one.
